Report on the International Symposium “Cancer Nursing Today and Tomorrow: Nurses

Working Abroad and in Japan”.

International Activities Committee

The 38th Annual Conference of the Japanese Society of Cancer Nursing took place on February
24 and 25, 2024, at Kobe International Exhibition Hall and Kobe International Conference Center.

The conference theme was 'Collaboration -Deepening and Evolving Cancer Nursing.'

The International Activities Committee hosted an international symposium titled ‘Cancer Nursing
Today and Tomorrow: Nurses Working Abroad and in Japan.” The symposium showcased the
experiences of two certified advanced practice nurses from Japan and the U.S. in clinical practice,

research, and professional organizations.

Dr. Yuki Asakura Strempek, a nurse scientist and palliative care APRN at AdventHealth Parker in
Denver, Colorado, USA, shared her insights on front-line cancer care. After becoming a registered
nurse in Japan, she pursued further her studies in nursing with a focus on palliative care in the
United States. During her presentation, she specifically demonstrated that her nursing practices
are supported not only by her individual abilities as a nursing scientist, but also by the various
activities of the Oncology Nursing Society, a professional association for oncology nurses in the

United States and internationally.

Ms. Takako Kuroda is an assistant professor at the Graduate School of Medicine, Kyoto
University, and works as a CNS (Certified Nurse Specialist) in cancer nursing at Kyoto University
Hospital. This is a rare case in Japan where an educator/researcher employed by a university as a
nursing faculty member carries out clinical practices as a registered nurse in a medical institution.
She presented two case studies that required nursing intervention related to oral care. The nursing
care that she was involved in was evidence-based and emphasized the importance of oral care for

cancer patients undergoing chemotherapy.

The symposium demonstrated the potential for cancer nursing to advance through collaboration
not only between clinical nursing practice and research, but also between nursing qualifications,

roles, and professional associations.
